Family Note:  
Children enjoy the rhythm and patterns of 
reciting numbers in order (rote counting) as well 
as counting actual objects. 
Encourage your child to count as high as he or 
she can. Help your child gradually count a little 
higher. 
 

Count Up Count Down 
 

Practice counting forward and backward will 
help your child become a nimble counter. 
 

Start at an appropriate number for your child’s 
age. Count up and count down from that number 
by ones, then tens, then by a random number, eg.

From The Art Room 
"Where is my child’s original piece of art?” 

That is an excellent question! 
You may not know that due to 
Massachusetts State Fire 
Regulations set a few years ago,  

schools can only hang a limited amount of papers 
on the walls. Therefore, we do not display much 
original artwork in our hallways anymore :( - But 
that is why we make an extra effort to photograph 
the pieces ASAP and post them on Artsonia for 
all to enjoy! Then, I assess the work based on 
lesson goals and I return it to the child's 
classroom within a week. Some classroom 
teachers may decide to hang it up in their room, 
others teachers may be saving it to send home at 
conference time, others may use it as a 
bookcover. If you are "missing" some pieces that 
you have seen on Artsonia, please check with 
your child's teacher. Second and third graders 
work on pieces for several art classes, so they 
have less finished pieces than k's and 1's. Not all 
the artwork photographs well, so we expect about 
85-90% of the student work will be posted on 
Artsonia this year. EVEN IF YOU MOVE, your 
child's web page will still be available to you (and 
you can upload pieces yourself in the Parent 
section), but we will remove the name from the 
Primary school roster.
