Math – Grades 1-3 
 

What Do I Do? 
 

I have 4, but I want 7. What do I have to do? 

(Add 3) 

Level 1 – Create problems using small whole 

numbers. Example: I have 6, but I only have 3. 

What do I have to do? (Subtract, or take away, 3) 

Level 2 – Use multiples of 5 or 10 to 100. 

Example: I have 10 but I want 30. What do I have 

to do? I have 35 but I want 25? 

Level 3 – Use simple fractions – I have ½ but I 

want 1 whole. I have ¼ but I want ½. 

Level 4 – Use any whole number from 1-100. I 

have 42, but need 64.
