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RELATIONS WITH NONPUBLIC SCHOOLS
Private Schools
In accordance with state law, the School Committee will approve a private school when it is satisfied that the instructional program of the school equals that of the town's public schools in thoroughness, efficiency, and progress made.

In assessing the application of a private school for approval, the School Committee will use the following criteria:
1. admissions criteria and school enrollment projections;
2. evidence of adequate safety procedures for students and of the safety of the site and physical plant;
3. curriculum offered is "equivalent" to that offered in the local schools in terms of the following instructional areas:  mathematics, science and technology, history and social science, English, foreign languages, the arts, and physical education;
4. provision of adequate instructional materials;
5. qualifications, screening, and evaluation of school staff;
6. defined administrative organization and system of record-keeping;
7. financial viability and documentation of legal status; and
8. adequate student learning time and performance assessment.
Following the initial approval of the private school, the School Committee shall establish, in collaboration with the private school, a schedule for periodic review.  In addition, it is expected that the school will seek the approval of the School Committee in the event that the private school's mission, grade offerings, enrollment, location, or other significant attributes change.  In accordance with Massachusetts General Law, the private school shall notify the School Committee of its intention to close.
